New Jersey Community Solar Energy Pilot Program

Stakeholder Meeting - April 23, 2019

The Staff of the New Jersey Board of Public Utilities (“BPU”) invites all interested parties and
members of the public to a Stakeholder Meeting to discuss the concepts of consolidated billing
and Government Energy Aggregation (“GEA”) in the context of the Community Solar Energy
Pilot Program (“Pilot Program”).

On May 23, 2018, P.L. 2018, c.17 (the “Clean Energy Act’) was signed into law, directing the
Board to adopt rules and regulations establishing a Community Solar Energy Pilot Program
within 210 days. On January 17, 2019, the Board adopted the Community Solar Energy Pilot
Program Rules. The adopted Rules provide the framework necessary for the development and
implementation of community solar in New Jersey. Upon adoption, President Fiordaliso
instructed Board Staff to explore the concepts of consolidated billing and GEA as they relate to
the Pilot Program. The Rules were filed with the Office of Administrative Law and published in
the New Jersey Register on February 19, 2019.

Staff therefore invites interested parties and members of the public to participate in a
Stakeholder Meeting to discuss the potential implementation of consolidated billing and/or GEA
within the Community Solar Energy Pilot Program.
